Matthew 13:23
And the one on whom seed was sown on the good soil, this
is the man who hears the Word and understands it; who
indeed bears fruit and brings forth, some a hundredfold, some
sixty, and some thirty.”

I've really been enjoying my recent study of the parables
of Jesus. And one of my favorites is the story of the
Sower and the Soils. In this parable, after the seed (the
Word of God) is spread, it encounters four different
types of soil. It has been interesting to see some of this
parable played out in real life as Annette and I have
tried to spread the Word of God in our community.
We've enjoyed watching God’s word become real and
actively take hold in the hearts of a few people. It has
been such a joy to watch as God works an amazing
transformation in their lives and also to have a part in
helping them to continue to grow in their Rnowledge
and love of God. On the other hand, we’ve also
attempted to share God’s Word with others only to
watch it not penetrate their hearts in any way. It’s as
if their hearts are of stone and the Word just bounces
off. It’s easy to get discouraged from a person’s
neqative response to hearing God's Word, but in looking
back at the parable, we see that Jesus told of only one of
the four soils which was good and received the Word
and yielded fruit. And we Rnow that it’s only God who
draws a person to Jesus (John 6:44) and only God can
plow and prepare a heart to receive His word. We are
incapable of this. We are nothing. Paul said it in 1
Corinthians 3:7: “So then neither the one who plants
nor the one who waters is anything, but God who
causes the growth.” It’s all His doing and His work_for
His glory. Thank you Lord. May your Word be spread
and produce fruit. And may we continue to be your
humble servants in the advancement of your Ringdom,

for Your glory.
