Summer Bible Study 
   

Our Sunday night Bible Study began on 
June 2nd with our high school FCA students.  It’s 
encouraging to have as many as ten students join 
us at our home as we study the book of John.  It’s 
been a joyful time for us, but we have quickly 
come to realize that most, if not all of the 
students attending, have never been in a Bible 
Study or even ever considered reading their Bible 
on a daily basis.  The encouraging part is that the 
group is hungry and eager to learn.  So far, we 
have read and studied through the first six 
chapters of John.  We have discussed and 
discovered some eye-opening truths from this 
book in our first four meetings.   

We’ve read and learned of how Jesus is the 
Word and that He is uncreated (1:1-2) and about 
John the Baptist and his unwavering humility 
and purpose to exalt Jesus and point others to 
Him (1:15, 27, 3:30). Through the story of 
Nathaniel and the woman at the well we have 
seen that the Lord knows everything about us 
and everything we have ever done (1:48, 4:29). 
We have also discovered that some people 
believe in Jesus, some don’t believe, and some 
only believe in the miracles he performs.  We’ve 
studied how Jesus said that we cannot see the 
kingdom of God unless we are “born again” (3:3) 
and that being born again is all God’s work, but 
all men are still responsible to believe in Him 
(3:16-18). The reason why men don’t believe is 
because they love their sin (3:19-20). 

There have been many good questions 
and in-depth discussions about God, the Bible, 
and what it means to truly believe and follow the 
Lord.  Please pray with us and for us and our 
students as the study continues through the 
summer.  Pray that God would continue to draw 
them to Himself and that they would believe and 
follow Jesus.
